Sound can break chains.
Acts 16:19b- 34

Paul and Silas and dragged them into the marketplace to face
the authorities. 29 They brought them before the magistrates
and said, “These men are Jews, and are throwing our city into
an uproar 21 by advocating customs unlawful for us Romans to
accept or practice.” 22 The crowd joined in the attack against
Paul and Silas, and the magistrates ordered them to be stripped
and beaten with rods. 23 After they had been severely flogged,
they were thrown into prison, and the jailer was commanded to
guard them carefully. 2* When he received these orders, he put
them in the inner cell and fastened their feet in the stocks.



25 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and
the other prisoners were listening to them. 26 Suddenly there was such a
violent earthquake that the foundations of the prison were shaken. At once
all the prison doors flew open, and everyone’s chains came loose. 2’ The jailer
woke up, and when he saw the prison doors open, he drew his sword and
was about to kill himself because he thought the prisoners had

escaped. 22 But Paul shouted, “Don’t harm yourself! We are all here!”

29 The jailer called for lights, rushed in and fell trembling before Paul and
Silas. 3 He then brought them out and asked, “Sirs, what must | do to be
saved?”

31They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved—you and
your household.” 32 Then they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all
the others in his house. 33 At that hour of the night the jailer took them and
washed their wounds; then immediately he and all his household were
baptized. 34 The jailer brought them into his house and set a meal before
them; he was filled with joy because he had come to believe in God—he and
his whole household.



Sound gives direction and prepares us for battle.

1 Corinthians 14:6-8

® Now, brothers and sisters, if | come to you and speak
in tongues, what good will | be to you, unless | bring
you some revelation or knowledge or prophecy or
word of instruction? 7 Even in the case of lifeless
things that make sounds, such as the pipe or harp,
how will anyone know what tune is being played
unless there is a distinction in the notes?

8 Again, if the trumpet does not sound a clear call,
who will get ready for battle?



Sound creates confusion for the enemy.

Il Chronicles 20:20

As they set out, Jehoshaphat stood and said, “Listen to me, Judah
and people of Jerusalem! Have faith in the LoRD your God and you
will be upheld; have faith in his ﬁrophets and you will be
successful.” 21 After consulting the people, Jehoshaphat appointed
men to sing to the LORD and to praise him for the splendor of

his holiness as they went out at the head of the army, saying: “Give
thanks to the LORD, for his love endures forever.”

22 As they began to sing and praise, the LORD set ambushes against
the men of Ammon and Moab and Mount Seir who were invading
Judah, and they were defeated. 22 The Ammonites and Moabites
rose up against the men from Mount Seir to destroy and annihilate
them. After they finished slaughtering the men from Seir, they
helped to destroy one another.
