*Pentecost is 50 days after Passover.
*Pentecost is 10 days after the ascension.



* The symbols of Pentecost are those of the Holy
Spirit and include

flames, wind, the breath of God and a dove.



In the New Testament-

Pentecost Sunday
commemorates the day the

Holy Spirit came down on the
Church.

Acts 2:4

And they were all
filled with the Holy
Ghost, and began to
speak with other
tongues, as the Spirit
gave them utterance.



The Outpouring of the Holy Spirit is
reserved for the last days.
