Any successful endeavor 
requires a VISION!

What is VISION-

• the ability to see things that are 
visible

• unusual competence in 
discernment or perception; 
intelligent foresight   



1. Jesus had great vision-  the saving of souls!  

Mt 9:36-38 But when he saw the multitudes, he 
was moved with compassion on them, because 
they fainted, and were scattered abroad, as 
sheep having no shepherd.
37 Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest 
truly is plenteous, but the laborers are few;
38 Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that 
he will send forth laborers into his harvest.



2. Two ways our vision can be 
INADEQUATE:

1.  A Vision that is too 
GENERAL. 

2.  A Vision that is too LITTLE.



3. Our Vision requires ACTION!
